The county budget is in a good spot at 46% of
expenditures for the budget year. GFL will be putting in a new recycle station in
Harrison for Clare County residents.

Bill Simpson from the Clare County Road Commission was present and updated the
board on roads. The new road building is coming along very well; an open house will
be planned when the building is complete. Road graders are working 10-hour shifts to
get the roads graded. Clare County Roads received their first check from the gas tax
increase.

Pat Adams was present and introduced himself and stated he is running for the Clare
County Road Commission. Adams gave a brief overview of his qualifications.

Board members were supplied with 4 bids for grass cutting on Township property. 2 of
the bids received were too costly.
